MILK CHOCOLATE CHERRY POUND CAKE
  Preheat oven to 325 degrees and prepare bundt pan with baker’s joy.
 
        1 package of devils food cake mix (Duncan Hines)
        1 package of instant chocolate pudding mix (3.9 oz)
        3/4 cup of water
        2/3 cup of oil (I use canola oil)
        4 large eggs
        1 1/2 cups of milk chocolate chips
        1 regular size jar of cherries chopped
 
  Place rack in middle of the oven.
  Place the cake mix, pudding mix, water, oil and eggs in a large mixing bowl.  
Blend with an electric mixer on low for one minute. Stop the mixer and scrape 
down the sides of the bowl. Increase the mixer speed to medium and beat 2 
minutes more, scraping the sides down if needed. Fold in the chocolate chips 
and chopped cherries until well blended, making sure they are well distributed 
throughout the batter. Pour the batter into the prepared pan, smoothing it out.  
Place pan in oven and bake for 55-60 minutes. Test before removing from 
oven. Place on rack to cool and then invert onto plate.
  As noted above, I use Duncan Hines milk chocolate and/or milk chocolate chip 
prepared icing. I then top with chocolate sprinkles and about 7 whole cherries.
